CONSOLIDATED PRACTICE DIRECTIVES (CPD) FIRST AMENDMENT:
FIRST AND SECOND MOTION COURT

The judges find it difficult to adjudicate in matters which are postponed in the
First and Second Motion Courts as, invariably, practitioners do not take the
trouble to file any papers to inform the presiding judge why the matter was
postponed or a rule extended.

This has led to the judge-President issuing a practice directive for observance
by all First and Second Motion Court practitioners. The effect of the new
directive is that once a matter has been called in the First and/or Second
Motion Court but the presiding judge makes no decision on the matter, either
on account of a defect in the papers or at the request of the parties, resulting
in the matter being postponed or the rule nisi extended to another date, the
party who wishes to have the matter heard on the date to which the matter



has been postponed or the rule extended, shall file a return as near as may be
in accordancewith the Form attached to the practice directive.
